As President Sue Todd will tell you when she leads a
tour, “We are the best kept secret in Gloucester.” Indeed,
the words we hear most often at the end of someone’s
first visit are, “I had no idea...” No idea that Pathways
serves more than 400 children annually on Cape Ann in
pre-school and after-school programs; no idea that we are
one of Gloucester’s largest employers, with more than 120
employees; no idea that we have such a beautiful, bright,
welcoming facility — one that is being paid for by the
Capital Campaign, “That’ My School!”. Even the name of
the Campaign comes from one of our circles of support.
After our Lobster Landings event, in the spring of 2005,

a child in our after-school program was overheard to
exclaim “That's my school!”, when he spotted one of the
six foot fiberglass lobsters in a backyard in Gloucester
where his Dad was working on a landscape project. We
like to think the pride in that young person’s statement
reflects the feeling that everyone involved with this
organization has, and was certainly reflected by the
volunteer who told us the story.

Yet another circle is formed by other
organizations, on Cape Ann and beyond, who have

become involved, formed collaborations with
us through writing grants to better serve
our children and their families,
provided leadership opportunities for
our staff, financial support by

Notice: Tax Beneficial IRA Rollover Provision Ends in 2007

Unless current efforts to extend the 2006 Pension Protection Act are successful, donors have only until December
31 to take advantage of current legislation to give up to $100,000 tax-free to Pathways directly from an IRA

You must be 70 % years old to take advantage of this, but if you are already required to take minimum
distributions from your IRA’s and have excess funds, this might be a provision worth discussing with your
financial advisor!

Our staff is just one
example: the Pathways Staff has raised more than $5,800 to
date for the Campaign! As the circles move out from the
